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Course Description

their respective regulations. The course also addresses the topic of polygamy and
its various forms. Additionally, it examines the provisions regarding financial
support and child custody. The course concludes with the provisions of lineage
and methods of establishing it, as well as the regulations concerning abandoned
infants and adoption.

The course aims to familiarize the student with the legal rules relating to money and related rights,

specifically the right of ownership and money related rights.
