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Course Description

The aim of this course is to highlight the key features of contemporary legal systems and to

compare them with Islamic law. The course defines the goals of legal regulation in a society
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and examines their connection to social, economic, and political concepts and changes. It
explains how different legal systems have evolved from these common regulatory goals and
how they differ in their legal system characteristics. Some legal systems, like the Anglo-Saxon
systems, have adopted a precedent-based approach, while others have relied on legislative

texts, as is the case in Latin legal systems.
